MEDIA:  Plaster and tempera paint
OBJECTIVES: (Use learner action verbs from the syllabus, page16). 

The student will…
· Draw three examples of fantasy animals.
· Decide on one of the Sketches and make the animal out of newspaper pipe cleaner and plaster.
· Paint pattern on animal that is fitting for an aerie animal
ASSESSMENT: (Must measure the objectives listed…how will you know if learning took place?)
1. Checklist for:

· Three fantasy animal sketches.
· Animal made of plaster, newspaper, and pipe cleaner.

· Festive pattern on fantasy animal.
2. Rubric for half a page on report on what Alebrije animals are and their history.

PROCEDURE:

· Prior knowledge (What do they already know):
The students need to already know how to do contour drawings.  The students should also be able to mix colors...
· Motivation (What you do to motivate them):
To get student interesting the teacher should have some alrbrije animals at the front of the class as examples.  The teacher should then also have other elements of the Mexican culture like food and clothes etc.  Once the students have ate the food and saw the clothes tell the students about the Alebrjie and what they were used for.
· Demonstration of technique (Show them how):

First show students how to set up a work station.  Let students know that they need newspaper under animal while plastering and painting.  They also need to know not to plaster down sink.  After that the teacher should show the students some examples of the Alebrjie.  Then the teacher needs to show the students how to make an infrastructure out of pipe cleaners.  First take to pipe cleaners and twist them together on the ends.  Using many pipe cleaners make the desired shape with an empty space in the middle of the infrastructure.  The pipe cleaners should create a grid like system display the animals shape and form.  When desired form is reached use newspaper to fill the infrastructure.  Teacher may use masking tape to help create a more uniform shape.  Once the animal is stuffed and the correct shape is reach start to plaster.  To plaster, cut small enough pieces off the roll so they won’t wrinkle when on animal.  Dip pieces into water, and shake excess water off.  Then place on animal and smooth out to make smooth surfaces.  Once the plaster is dry take tempera paint and paint animal with colorful pattern.
· Instructions to students (What do you want them to do when you’re done demonstrating?):
Have students first setup work station.  Then have them get started on animal sketches.  Once students have reached his of her animal have them start to form their Alebrije animal.  Once they have finished with stuffing animal with newspaper.  Have students plaster their entire animal.  Then once the students have a smooth animal surface that is dry they may start to paint. 
Culminating experience 


When students are done with project have them write a half page paper on Alebrije and where it comes from and what they are used for.  When all students are completely finished the teacher could trough a paper for the dedicated students.
